Attendance is compulsory and punctuality is very important. Please inform me via email
hmfra0@eq.edu.au if your child is unable to attend rehearsal or is running late. Two unexplained
absences will result in a discussion with your child about their commitment to Cantabile choir, and they
may have to miss a performance opportunity.
