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ROBERTSON STATE SCHOOL UNIFORM POLICY 
 

The wearing of full school uniform is compulsory for all students at all times as endorsed by the P&C.  Sports 

uniform is to be worn on days when classes have HPE or sport.  Dress uniform is to be worn on all other days.  For 

special occasions such as ANZAC Day students will be instructed to wear dress uniform.  The school hat is a part 

of the school uniform and must be worn when outdoors.  Hair accessories need to ne navy blue or bottle green. 
 

Hair needs to be clean and tidy.  If it touches the shoulders, then it is required to be tied back.  Hair should not 

cover the face and if is long needs to be pinned back.

SPORTS DAY UNIFORM 

Boys - with navy shorts Girls - with tartan sports skort

WINTER UNIFORM – ALL STUDENTS 

 Jacket – Navy/bottle green zip up Taslon jacket with school emblem. 

 Winter Sweatshirt - Navy long sleeve V-neck raglan style with white school emblem on front.   

 Students may wear navy blue track pants over/under their normal uniform during colder months. 

 Formal Uniform - Students may wear navy blue slacks.  Girls may wear navy blue tights.  NO leggings are to 

be worn. 
 

HAIR 
Hair of shoulder length or longer must be tied back.  Hair may be dyed but only to all hair and to a natural colour.
