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ROBERTSON STATE SCHOOL UNIFORM POLICY 
 

The wearing of full school uniform is compulsory for all students at all times as endorsed by the P&C.  Sports uniform is 
to be worn on days when classes have HPE or sport.  Dress uniform is to be worn on all other days.  For special occasions 
such as ANZAC Day students will be instructed to wear dress uniform. Students attending school dressed in incomplete 
or incorrect uniforms may receive a notification letter to take home to be signed by a parent and returned to school.

GIRLS’ UNIFORM: 
Formal Dress Uniform 

* Tartan princess line, V-neck tunic, pocket 
with flap and button. Not recommended for 
prep students 

* White blouse short sleeve with collar (for tunic 
only) 

OR 
* White blouse with tartan piping on collar, 

navy school emblem on front 
* Tartan shorts 
* White or navy ankle socks (short, fold down 

above the ankle) 
* Black leather shoes/runners. 

Sports Uniform 
* Tartan skort or Navy shorts.  
* Navy polo style T-shirt with school emblem 

printed in white on front. 
* White or navy ankle socks (short, fold down 

above the ankle) 
* Black leather shoes/runners. 

Culturally appropriate hair covering - for example- 
Hijab - navy blue or bottle green  
 

BOYS’ UNIFORM: 
Formal Dress Uniform 

* Navy shorts 
* Blue shirt with tartan collar, strip of  

tartan on top of pocket, left side. 
* Navy or white ankle socks (short, fold  

down above the ankle) 
* Black leather shoes/runners. 

 
Sports Uniform 

* Navy shorts. 
* Navy polo style T-shirt with school  

emblem in white on front. 
* Navy or white ankle socks – (short, fold down above 

the ankle) 
* Black leather shoes/runners. 

 
Culturally appropriate hair covering – for example - Patka 
or Yarmulke- navy blue, bottle green

SPORTS DAY UNIFORM 

Girls - with tartan sports skort or tartan shorts Boys - with navy shorts 
Polo style T-shirt, with collar, no emblem:  
Angus - Blue (Sky), Duncan - Green (Bottle Green), Stewart - Yellow (Gold) 
5 & 6 Sports – RSS school visor, long white socks for shin guards 

ALL STUDENTS  
WINTER UNIFORM  
• Jacket – Navy blue/bottle green zip up microfiber jacket with school emblem. 
• Winter Sweatshirt - Navy blue long sleeve V-neck raglan style with white school emblem on front.   
• Winter Accessories – Navy blue beanie, scarf and gloves may be worn during colder months.   
• Students may wear navy blue track pants over/under their normal uniform during colder months. 
• Formal Uniform - Students may wear navy blue slacks.  Girls may wear navy blue tights.  NO leggings are to be worn. 

 
HAIR AND APPEARANCE  
Hair of shoulder length or longer must be tied back completely.  Hair may be dyed but remain a natural colour. Accessories should be 
school colours, navy or bottle green or Robertson tartan. Hair should be neat tidy and off the face. All hair styles should be natural 
looking – no tracks etc. No nail polish is permitted. Students must present neat and tidy.  
 
HATS  
The school hat is a part of the school uniform and must be worn when outdoors.   
Navy broad brimmed hat, embroidered with school logo, Prep students wear a bucket hat – Robertson Red  
 
JEWELLERY 
Earrings should be small plain gold or silver sleepers or studs. Decorative jewellery is not permitted. Pieces that are of religious/cultural 
significance are excepted and should be worn underneath the uniform to ensure they do not compromise health and safety. Watches are 
permitted to be worn. Smart watches are not to be worn to school.  
 
LABELLING  
ALL ITEMS belonging to students, including lunchboxes, drink bottles, and every item of clothing, must be clearly labelled with the 
child’s FULL NAME.  
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
